
DRIVING DIRECTIONS TO CAMP BELKNAP
•    YMCA Camp Belknap is located in Tuftonboro, on the northeast shore of Lake Winnipesaukee, in central

New Hampshire, USA.  We are 7 miles northwest of downtown Wolfeboro, on Rte 109.

•    Finding us is easy if you consult your road atlas and build in extra time for tourist traffic around the Lakes
Region.  Please look at a map or visit the Internet before assuming that the driving directions below
account for all routes, detours, and assumptions.

•    In addition to the general directions below, you can easily obtain detailed driving directions on the Internet
at www.mapquest.com.  For the destination, use:  35 Chase Point Road, Mirror Lake, NH.  Remember, we
are 7 miles north of Wolfeboro on Rte 109 (also known as Governor Wentworth Highway).

FROM POINTS NORTH:
From northern or northwest NH, take either I-93 or Rte 3 south to Ashland, where Rtes 3 and 25 combine (Exit
24 off I-93).  Follow Rtes 3 & 25 for about 9 miles, through Holderness and East Holderness, until you come to
Rte 25B.  Take a left on Rte 25B and follow for about 3 miles to Center Harbor.  In Center Harbor, take a left
onto Rte 25 and follow Rte 25 north about 8 miles until you come to Rte 109.  There will be a small airstrip on
your left advertising scenic plane rides.  Turn right on Rte 109, heading south.  Follow Rte 109 south for about
12 miles.  The entrance to Camp Belknap is on Chase Point Rd (there is a beige farmhouse on corner of
Chase Point Rd and Route 109), 1 mile past the grocery store and docks at 19 Mile Bay.  19 Mile Bay is the
second public beach that you will see on your right as you head south on Rte 109.

From the northeast, take Rte 16 south to West Ossipee and turn right onto Rte 25.  Follow Rte 25 about 11
miles until you see the sign for Rte 109 south.  There will be a small airstrip on your right advertising scenic
plane rides.  Turn left on Rte 109, heading south.  Continue as directed in the preceding paragraph.

FROM POINTS SOUTH:
From Concord, take I-93 to I-393 east, Exit 15E.  I-393 becomes Rte 9 east. Follow Rte 9 to the Epsom traffic
circle.  From the Epsom traffic circle, take Rte 28 north to the Alton traffic circle.  Go 2/3 of the way around the
Alton traffic circle and head north on Rte 28 to Wolfeboro.  As you enter Wolfeboro, Rte 28 becomes Rte 109,
just after you pass Brewster Academy (on your left).  Continue straight on Rte 109 through the town of
Wolfeboro for about 7 miles.  The entrance to Camp Belknap is on the left (Chase Point Rd) about a quarter
mile past the entrance to Camp Northwoods/Pleasant Valley.  You’ll see our green and white sign at the end of
Chase Point Road.

From the NH Seacoast, take the Spaulding Turnpike (Rte 16) to Exit 15 in Rochester.  This exit is marked
“Lake Winnipesaukee.”  Bear right at the end of the off-ramp.  You are now on Rte 11.  Take Rte 11 west to
the Alton traffic circle.  Go 1/4 of the way around the Alton traffic circle and head north on Rte 28.  Now the
directions continue as above, from Rte 28 north.

FROM POINTS EAST:
Travel from Maine is somewhat complicated because there is no single east-west route.

From northeastern ME, take Rte 302 to Conway, NH and then follow Rte 16 south.  From here, follow the
FROM POINTS NORTH directions above.

From Portland, ME, Brighton Avenue becomes Rte 25. After about 50 miles, Rte 25 will take you to Rte 16
near Ossipee.  At the end of Rte 25, turn left onto the entrance ramp to Rte 16.  After approximately 2-3 miles,
turn right onto Rte 28 south.  This will bring you into the center of Wolfeboro, at a T intersection.  Turn right on
Rte 109, heading north.  Continue straight on Rte 109 through the town of Wolfeboro for about 7 miles.  The
entrance to Camp Belknap is on the left (Chase Point Rd) about 1/4 mile past the entrance to Camp
Northwoods/Pleasant Valley.  This route takes about 2-1/4 hours.
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
