IMPORTANT REMINDERS:

The following items are ABSOLUTELY NOT PERMITTED:  guns, rifles, knives, hatchets, fireworks of any kind,
skateboards, in-line skates, food, candy, gum, soda, and electronic devices (i.e., computers of any kind, hand-
held video game players, cell phones, pagers, ipods are strongly discouraged, etc.).  This is a STRICT
CAMP POLICY meant to be fair to all.  We hope that everyone will cooperate when sending campers care
 packages.  Cabin leaders will confiscate any items noted above.  A good camper care package may contain
reading materials, small board games, etc.

For campers attending SPECIALTY CAMP, please use your best judgment when packing for camp.  This list is
geared toward a camper staying for TWO weeks of REGULAR CAMP.  Please note that footlockers or large trunks
are not required for SPECIALTY CAMP.  Duffle bags are acceptable.

Label EVERYTHING (including all of your clothes, required equipment, shoes and optional equipment.)

Laundry for all campers in REGULAR CAMP is washed, dried and folded once a week.  There is no laundry
service for Specialty Camp.

Boys attending Catholic Mass should bring dress slacks, shoes, and a collared shirt.
